(iii) take appropriate action to ensure that our fishing activities do not diminish the effectiveness
of conservation and management measures and all other decisions adopted in accordance
with the Agreement, and

(iv) consult with the Meeting of the Parties to develop any other criteria for its admission in the
capacity of a cooperating non-Contracting Party in the SIOFA.
